Coddenham-Norwich Road

I refer to our letter/email to your planning team dated [  ] November 2025 providing feedback to Brett Aggregates (Brett) on the proposed extension to Barham Quarry. 

Thank you for your time on 14 April 2026 with our Cllrs Gregory and Whitehead. 
 
It is noted that Brett intend to submit a planning application for the extension shortly and will let us know when they do so. 
 
It was noted that the revised application will provide for 
· all traffic from the quarry to turn left as currently; 
· Brett will reduce voluntarily the maximum number of vehicle movements per day by 20% from 302 to 242 (Monday to Friday 07.00 to 18.00);
· Brett will undertake/fund repair works to the bottom of Sandy Lane and undertake/fund some works (where possible) on the western side at the bottom of Sandy Lane to widen the roadway and to increase visibility at the end of Sandy Lane;
· Brett will undertake works to the bridleway to reduce dust and mud being taken out of the quarry and, in addition, there will be works undertaken to improve drainage so that heavy rainfall does not flood on Sandy Lane and to create permissive paths to make use of the footpath safer. 
 
It was noted that Brett have introduced a check method to ensure that all HGVs are sheeted before they leave the quarry. 
 
The alterations to your proposed traffic management plan to be set out in the extension application are regarded favourably by Coddenham parish council. 

However, as mentioned on 14 April 2026, if the application for the extension is to be made, Coddenham parish council would wish to see establishment of a formal liaison committee involving all interested parties to meet on a regular basis and will be seeking the introduction of a 40mph limit on Norwich Road (which Brett have said they would be happy to support).  The council would also wish to see Brett providing additional support to ensure the regular repair of the highways at the bottom of Sandy Lane, Barham for the benefit of all road users.
